The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session of July 6th, 2010 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Mayor Ramage, Council members, Bowden, Griffin, Jackson and Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of June 15th, 2010 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.

Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing concerning the 2010 CDBG application.  Mrs. Susan Monroe with Roth, McHugh and Associates, LLC presented the council with information regarding the changes in the 2010 applications and also the most urgent areas that need to be considered for the project.  The City Manger elaborated in detail the areas identified and also discussed adding demolition of dilapidated structures to the project.  The council authorized the City Manager to prepare a resolution for application for the 2010 CDBG to be available at the next regular council meeting July 20, 2010.  With no other questions or comments, Mayor Ramage ordered the public hearing closed.
The City Manager advised the council Mr. Samuel Green had been notified via certified mail of a hearing concerning the condition of his property located on 121 Galloway Road.  Mr. Green was not present at the meeting therefore the City Manager recommended the council declare the property a dangerous building per the City Code of Ordinances, section 5-23.  The City Manager also recommended Mr. Green be given a 30 day stay at which time Mr. Green will be notified and given the opportunity to comply with the ordinance.  Mr. Bowden made a motion declaring the property on 121 Galloway Road a dangerous building per city ordinance allowing the property owner 30 days to comply.  A second was made by Mrs. Pearson and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Bowden made a motion to approve the revisions of the City’s Transportation Workplace and Drug and Alcohol Testing Policy as recommended by ALDOT Robert J. Jilla, Multimodal Transportation Engineer.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The City Manager was advised by Jim Sledge of Rosen Harwod, attorney for Southeast Alabama Gas District there desire to form the SEAGD (the “Supply District”).  The purpose of the Supply District would be to allow SEAGD to buy long-term supplies of gas using the prepaid gas transactions and other forms of supply contracts for which the investment community would look to the credit of the supplier, instead of relying upon the credit of SEAGD.  The resolution would be of a permanent nature therefore Mr. Bowden made a motion for unanimous consent to pass Resolution 2010-6 for the proposed Certificate of Incorporation for the Supply District.  A second by Mr. Jackson and upon roll call Council members Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman all voted yea.  The motion carried.  Mr. Jackson then moved the council approve Resolution 2010-6, Certificate of Incorporation of the Southeast Alabama Gas Supply District.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
