The minutes of the Council meeting of October 2, 2007 and October 16, 2007 were presented for approval.  Mrs. Boyd noted the minutes of October 2, 2007 reflected that she voted in favor of the retail beer and wine applications submitted on behalf of the Piggly Wiggly when in fact she had abstained. With the correction duly noted the minutes of the two meetings were approved as corrected upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson and all voting yea.
Mr. Jackson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2008-03 which is the FY2008 budget.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and upon the roll being called the following vote was recorded:  Voting Yea:  Bowden, Pearson, Jackson, Boyd and Griffin.  Voting Nay: None.  Motion carried.
The council next held a first reading of the proposed business license Ordinance No. 2008-01 which will put the city into conformity with state law, but not alter any fee currently charged.
