RESOLUTION NO. 2008-13
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPLICATION TO THE ALABAMA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY AFFAIRS FOR CDBG PLANNING GRANT FUNDS TO DEVELOP A COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND COMMITTING LOCAL MATCHING FUNDS IF THE GRANT IS AWARDED.

WHEREAS, the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is accepting applications for funds for planning purposes through the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Planning Fund Program; and

WHEREAS, the population of the City of Brundidge is comprised of 64.9 percent low and moderate persons as determined by the 2007 HUD Adjusted Census for Cities and Counties and is therefore eligible to apply for CDBG Planning Funds; and


WHEREAS, public hearings were conducted on Tuesday, June 3, 2008 and Tuesday, June 17, 2008 at which time information was provided regarding CDBG program goals and objectives and the range of eligible activities that can be undertaken through the CDBG programs; and 

WHEREAS, both the City of Brundidge has experienced both positive and negative development issues specifically related to housing, economic development, transportation, and community facilities; and


WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge does not currently have a comprehensive plan or subdivision regulations to guide the growth and development of the city; and


WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge, Alabama proposes to prepare a comprehensive plan and subdivision regulations, as well as review and amend the current zoning ordinance to address existing development problems and guide future development to ensure that Brundidge retains the qualities that make it special while maximizing forthcoming economic opportunities.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF BRUNDIDGE, ALABAMA AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.  That the South Central Alabama Development Commission is hereby authorized and directed to file an application to the State of Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs requesting FY 2008 Community Development Block Grant Planning Funds in the amount of $33,750.00 for the development of a comprehensive plan and subdivision regulations and the review and amendment of the City’s zoning ordinance and map as necessary to comply with the comprehensive plan.

Section 2.  That the City of Brundidge does hereby approve and commit a 25 percent local cash match of $11,250.00 to complete the proposed project.


Section 3.  That James T. Ramage, III, Mayor, is hereby authorized to sign all assurances and documents related to the filing of an application for funds through the Community Development Block Grant Planning Fund program and, if funded, execute all agreements necessary for the implementation of the project.
