The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, September 15th, 2009 at 4:00 o’clock p.m. at the City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mayor Ramage and Council members Bowden, Jackson, Coleman, and Pearson. Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.  

The minutes for the meetings of September 1st and 10th, 2009 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes for both meetings were approved as presented.
Mr. Jackson moved the Council authorize the City Manager to seek a line of credit in the amount of $185,000 from the local financial institutions for a one year term for the 2008 Street Paving project.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Coleman and upon the roll being called the following vote was recorded:  Voting Yea:  Bowden, Pearson, Jackson and Coleman.  Voting Nay: None.  Abstaining:  Mayor Ramage.  Motion carried.

Mr. Bowden moved the council adopt Resolution No. 2009-35 directing Mayor Ramage to submit an application to the TIGER Discretionary Grants program manager for an amount of $15,000,000,000.00 for the purpose of providing a new rail spur from CSX Railroad westward across US 231 to the landfill of the City.   The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
Chief Davenport discussed issues with the City’s K-9 and recommended to the council the K-9 and vehicle, used for the transportation of the K-9, be declared surplus.  After discussion by the council the recommendation was table until the next meeting which will be held September 23, 2009.

Councilman Jackson, on behalf of The Southeast Alabama Gas District, presented Mayor Ramage a check in the amount of $6,500.00.  These funds will be used for the continuation of economic development efforts and to promote the sale of natural gas provided by the District.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting recessed until Wednesday, September 23rd, 2009 at 2:00 p.m.

The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama continued its’ regular session of September 15th, 2009 at 2:00 o’clock p.m. Wednesday September 23rd at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mayor Ramage and Council members Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

Mr. Bowden moved the council approve Resolution No. 2009-36 which provides for the city to replace the current LOC at Troy Bank and Trust in the amount of $185,000 with a LOC from First National Bank at an annual rate of 3.25%. The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and upon the roll being called, the following vote was recorded:  Voting Yea:  Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Voting Nay:  None. Abstaining:  Mayor Ramage.  Motion carried.
The City Manager reviewed backhoe bids received and reported the bids did not meet the specifications.  After discussion by the Council, Mr. Jackson made a motion to declare this an emergency situation and give authority to the City Manager to seek, negotiate a lease/purchase price and financing of a new backhoe for the City.  A motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and all voted yea.
Mr. Bowden moved the Council declare the City’s K-9 and vehicle equipped to transport the K-9 as surplus property giving the Police Chief and City Manager the authority to seek bids.  A second was made by Mr. Jackson and all voted yea.

Mr. Jackson moved the council authorize the continuation of the FY2009 budget until such time the council adopts the FY2010 budget.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and upon the roll being call, all voted yea.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
