The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, May 2, 2006 at 4:00 o’clock p.m. at the City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mayor Ramage and Council members Bowden, Pearson and Jackson and Boyd.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes of the Council meeting of April 18th, 2006 were presented. Upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
After discussion relating to truck routes within the corporate limits, the council instructed the city manager to contact the ALDOT and request its’ assistance in establishing truck routes which would preclude trucks (to be defined) from making any turns at the intersection of AL 10 and AL93. 
Mrs. Boyd moved the council authorize the Mayor and city manager to execute agreements between the city and the Natural Resource Conservation Service for funding in the amount of $30,300 through the Emergency Watershed Protection Program.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
