The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, July 3rd, 2007 at 4:00 o'clock p.m. at the City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Mayor Ramage and Council members Bowden, Jackson and Boyd.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The Council first conducted a public hearing on the recommendation from the Brundidge Planning Commission that the property located at 135 College Street, owned by Bill Horn, be rezoned to M-1 from B-2 classification. Mr. Bowden moved the Council accept the recommendation of the City Engineer, Mr. Max Mobley, and commit the funds to repair the College Street Well in an amount of approximately $32,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Boyd and all voted yea.
