The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, 
May 3, 2005 at p.m. at the Brundidge City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mr. Bowden, Mrs. Pearson, Mr. Jackson, Mrs. Boyd and Mr. Griffin.  Mayor Ramage was unable to attend. Mayor Pro Tempore Boyd called the meeting to order.
Mrs. Boyd announced the council would first hold a scheduled public hearing in the rezoning request of William Griffin of Andrews Corner.  The only citizen present to be heard was Mrs. Annie L. Andrews who stated she had no objection to the property zoning changing to MHR from R2.  With no other persons present who wished to be heard, Mrs. Boyd ordered the public hearing closed and the council into regular session.

The minutes of the council meeting of April 19, 2005 were presented, and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Jackson moved the council approve the rezoning request of William Griffin for property he owns located on Andrews Corner to MHR.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin, and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
The council next reviewed the city revenues and expenditures, by fund, compared to budget, for the period ending March 31, 2005.

A review of the surplus property of the city was carried forward to the next meeting of the council.
