The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session April 5th, 2011 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mayor Ramage,  Council members, Bowden,  Jackson,  Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of March 15th, 2011 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Bowden made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2011-04 which allows the City to make an application to ADECA for an Economic Development Fund Infrastructure CDBG grant in the amount of $250,000 to finance the construction of a rail spur.  The City also request a waiver of the $200,000 grant ceiling on the grant and commits $250,000 in local funds to meet the matching requirement for the grant and authorizes Mayor Ramage  to execute all required application documents and the same submitted to ADECA.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
An application on behalf of Dollar General for a retail beer and wine (off premises) license was presented.  Mr. Jackson moved the City approve the license request.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Coleman and upon the roll being called all voted yea.

Mr. Jackson moved the council nominate Mr. James Medley to be considered for the County Board of Equalization.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and upon the roll being called all voted yea.
A motion by Mr. Jackson was made to appoint the following councilmember’s as voting delegates at the Annual League of Municipalities Convention, April 30th – May 3rd.
