RESOLUTION NO. 2010-07
WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge intends to apply for a CDBG Competitive Fund Grant from the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, which is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA) for an amount of $400,000.00 for the purpose of providing water and sewer improvements as well as demolition/clearance to areas in the south and central portions of the City; and 

WHEREAS, the CDBG Program requires that funds meet a National Objective one of which is to be used to primarily benefit (at least 51%) low to moderate income families and the City desires to provide sewer improvements to the low and moderate income neighborhood east of Main Street; and

WHEREAS, the City also desires to implement demolition of dilapidated structures to meet that National Objective of eliminating slums and blight, spot blight; and
WHEREAS, the Brundidge City Council desires to provide matching funds required for to implement the project as proposed,
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Brundidge City Council as follows:

SECTION 1.  That the Brundidge City Council submits an application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for the purpose of obtaining grant funds for water and sewer rehabilitation for areas of the City east of Main Street and demolition of dilapidated structures in a broader area.

SECTION 2.  That the City guarantees matching funds in the amount of $103,100 per the attached cost estimate or as much as is required to implement the project as proposed.
SECTION 3.  That James T. Ramage, III, in his capacity as Mayor, is hereby authorized and directed to submit said application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, and, upon approval thereof, take such other steps as may be required to implement the project as proposed.
