RESOLUTION NO. 2006-11

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE ABANDONMENT BY THE


CITY OF BRUNDIDGE OF A CERTAIN PORTION OF


LAKE VIEW CEMETERY FOR BURIAL PURPOSES
WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge has heretofore dedicated the real property encompassed within the boundaries of Lake View Cemetery as a municipal cemetery; and

WHEREAS, that certain real property described in Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof is real property within Lake View Cemetery which is presently a public street or road within said cemetery; and

WHEREAS, the said real property described in Exhibit A has never been used for burial purposes and no human beings have ever been interred therein; and

WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge has determined that it is appropriate and desirable to grant to the Alabama Electric Cooperative, Inc. a perpetual and permanent access easement over, on, and across the said real property described in Exhibit A attached hereto, with the express reservation of all rights and privileges of the City of Brundidge and the public in said real property as a perpetual and permanent right of way easement for a public road and/or street; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Brundidge finds and determines that it is appropriate, desirable, and necessary to declare the abandonment of the aforesaid real property described in Exhibit A hereto attached as a burial place for the human dead pursuant to state law;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama as follows:

1.
That the aforesaid real property described in Exhibit A attached hereto is hereby declared to be abandoned by the City of Brundidge as a burial place for the human dead pursuant to the provisions of Section 11-47-60, et seq., Code of Alabama 1975, as amended.  This declaration of abandonment shall operate as an abandonment of said real property only as a burial place for the human dead and for no other purpose.

2.
That, as previously stated in this resolution, the aforesaid real property described in Exhibit A has never been used as a burial place for the human dead, and no human remains have ever been interred therein.

3.
That said abandonment of the aforesaid real property described in Exhibit A for burial purposes only is expressly subject to, conditioned upon, and that there is expressly reserved to the City of Brundidge, Alabama, and its employees, agents, servants, successors, assigns, and its contracting parties all existing easements and rights of way, including the express reservation of all rights and privileges of the City of Brundidge, Alabama and the public in the aforesaid property of a perpetual and permanent right of way easement for a public road and/or street together with all other rights and privileges necessary or convenient for the full enjoyment and use thereof.
