The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, April 17th, 2007 at 4:00 o'clock p.m. at the City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members, Bowden, Pearson, Jackson, Griffin and Boyd. Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order. 
The minutes of the Council meeting of March 20th, 2007 were presented. Upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Boyd, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented. 
Mr. Bowden moved the council accept the recommendation of the Brundidge Planning Commission as it relates to the Ingram petition for the rezoning of 144 Lawson and deny the request, and give the owners 90 days to comply.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
Mr. Jackson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2007-07 which delegates to AEC the city’s rights under the Federal Energy Policy Act of 1978 as it relates to being required to purchase electricity from “qualified facilities” under the Act.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Boyd and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.

Mrs. Pearson moved the council accept the recommendation of the Police Chief and approve the purchase of a used vehicle for the department from the state surplus sale and also to declare the Jeep Cherokee of the department as surplus.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and all voted yea.

Mr. Jackson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2007-08 which adopts the Drug and Alcohol Abuse Testing Policy for sub recipients of Section 5309 funds.  Mrs. Boyd seconded the motion and all voted yea.
Mr. Bowden moved the council approve Resolution No. 2007-09 which grants authority to the Mayor to execute the documents required for the city to submit a grant application to the ADECA for funding of drainage improvements and removal of dilapidated structures.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and all voted yea.

The City Manager next reviewed the FY2006 audited financial statement with the council.
There being no further business to come before the council, the meeting was ordered adjourned.
