The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, 
October 18, 2005 at 4:00 o’clock p.m. at the Brundidge City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mr. Bowden, Mrs. Pearson, Mr. Jackson, Mrs. Boyd and Mr. Griffin.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The Council first conducted an advertised public hearing on the request by SOC Asset and Land acquisition Company, LLC who had requested the Councils endorsement into the Alabama Enterprise Zone Program.  The only person who spoke was the attorney representing SOC and he requested approval on behalf of the company.
The minutes of the council meeting of October 4, 2005  were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, were approved as presented.

Mrs. Boyd introduced Resolution No. 2006-04 which would endorse SOC into the state enterprise zone program and moved for its immediate adoption.   The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and upon the roll being called, the following vote was recorded:  Voting Yea:  Mr. Bowden, Mrs. Pearson, Mr. Jackson, Mrs. Boyd and Mr. Griffin.  Voting Nay; None.  Motion carried.
Mrs. Jackson introduced Resolution No. 2006-05 which would grant a cost of living adjustment to retirees of the city and provide funding for same and moved for its immediate adoption.   The motion was seconded by Mr. Bowden and upon the roll being called, the following vote was recorded:  Voting Yea:  Mr. Bowden, Mrs. Pearson, Mr. Jackson, Mrs. Boyd and Mr. Griffin.  Voting Nay; None.  Motion carried.

Mr. Brian Frank of Wal*Mart DC No. 7019 attended the meeting and presented a check to the City in the amount of $2500.00 for the volunteer fire department and police department for material and equipment.

Mr. Griffin moved the recommendation of the Brundidge Planning Commission on the request by Sammy Wentland be approved the property by zoned MHR.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Boyd and upon the roll being called all voted yea.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
