The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, February 15, 2005 at 4:00 p.m. at the Brundidge City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mr. Bowden, Mr. Jackson, Mrs. Boyd, Mr. Griffin and Mayor Ramage.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes of the council meetings of February 1, 2005 were presented, and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The council set a public hearing for March 15, 2005 at 4:00 on the recommendation from the planning commission on the petition by Arthur and Ora Rodgers to change to zoning of their property.
After discussion, Mr. Bowden moved the city pursue a CDBG project to rehab sewer lines in the Galloway Road area as discussed.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Boyd and upon the roll being called all voted yea.

The Council next reviewed the bids received for police cruisers.  Bids were received as follows:

Mrs. Boyd moved the council invoke the 3% allowance for a resident bidder under the bid law and award the bid to Floyd Shirley Ford.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.

Mr. Jackson moved the council authorize the City Manager and Mayor to seek $120,000.00 from the local financial institutions for a period not to exceed 90 days to cover the anticipated final estimates on Lott Blvd, and that the temporary financing be retired immediately upon receipt of the reimbursement of the funds from the Alabama Department of Transportation.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and upon the roll being called all voted yea.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
