The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, July 18, 2006 at 4:00 o’clock p.m. at the City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mayor Ramage and Council members Bowden, Pearson, Jackson and Griffin. Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes of the Council meeting of June 20th, 2006 were presented. Upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Jackson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The Council conducted a public hearing on the proposed application for CDBG funds to construct a public park in conjunction with the Pike County Board of Education.  At the conclusion of the public hearing Mr. Bowden moved the council adopt Resolution No. 2006-10 approving the submission of the application.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and all voted yea.
Mr. Jackson moved the council adopt Resolution No. 2006-11 which abandons a portion of the Lakeview Cemetery for future burial sites.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and upon the roll being called all voted yea.

Mr. Griffin moved the council grant Alabama Electric Cooperative, Inc. a perpetual easement through the Lakeview Cemetery and that the Mayor and City Manager be authorized to execute the document prepared by the City Attorney.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and all voted yea.
There being no further business to come before the council, the meeting was ordered adjourned.
