Brundidge, Alabama

The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, June 3rd, 2008 at 4:00 o’clock p.m. at Brundidge Station at which time and place the following members were present:  Mayor Ramage and Council members Bowden, Pearson, Jackson, Boyd and Griffin.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes of the meeting of May 6th, 2008 were presented, and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Ms. Tracey Delaney of the South Central Alabama Development Commission was present and assisted the city in conducting a public hearing for a proposed Planning Grant through the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs.  Ms. Delaney explained the purpose of the program as well as the eligibility requirements.  The Council set a public hearing for June 17th at Brundidge Station at 4:00 o’clock p.m. to allow time for additional public input.
The council next reviewed a list of streets that are in need of resurfacing and authorized the city manager to bid the appropriate services to complete same.  Mrs. Boyd moved the council authorize the staff to seek a $300,000.00 line of credit for the project, which is estimated to cost in excess of $358,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and upon the roll being called, all voted yea, except Mayor Ramage who abstained, due to the motion on the line of credit.  Motion carried.

Mr. Bowden moved the council approve Resolution No. 2008-11 that approves the Alabama Department of Transportation resurfacing US 231 in Brundidge from the intersection of US 231 and AL 93 on the south end to the western city limits of US 231.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
