WHEREAS, Southern Classic Food Group, LLC has committed to expanding operations to create 40 new jobs within the City of Brundidge; and

WHEREAS, in order to create the jobs, Southern Classic Food Group, LLC requires a rail spur at a cost of approximately $358,325.00 to their existing facility for the delivery of raw materials; and

WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge desires to assist this much needed expansion of jobs and to apply for assistance to the Alabama Department of Community Affairs (ADECA) for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Economic Development grant in the amount of $286,660.00 to finance the construction of the rail spur; and

WHEREAS, ADECA requires 20 percent in matching funds for this program; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama as follows:

SECTION 1.  That the City of Brundidge, Alabama make application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for an Economic Development Fund Infrastructure CDBG grant to finance the construction of the rail spur.  

SECTION 2.  That the City of Brundidge hereby commits $71,665.00 in local funds to meet the matching requirement for the grant.
