RESOLUTION NO. 2007-09
WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge, Alabama recognizes the needs of all citizens relative to housing, public facilities, and other basic needs deemed essential in providing a decent, safe and sanitary living environment, and

WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge, Alabama is eligible to apply for Community Development Block Grant funds under the FY 2007 Competitive Small City Program made available under the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as subsequently amended, and administered under regulations of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and policies as established by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, and
WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge, Alabama desires to assist in providing basic public facilities to persons of predominantly low-and-moderate income residing in two (2) specified areas, i.e. the Hardshell Road neighborhood and the McGuire Street neighborhood, and

WHEREAS, provision of adequate drainage infrastructure and removal of vacant dilapidated structures is deemed a vital need of the areas due to the threat to health and safety that exists in said area as a result of:  (1) inadequate drainage  in the Hardshell area that is structurally unsound and is accessible to resident children and in the McGuire Street area that has constant standing water and (2) the presence of vacant, dilapidated structures in both project areas that provide a habitat for vermin and persons involved in illegal/undesirable activities, as well as create a public nuisance due to the fact that these structures are more prone to fires and provide a place where it is dangerous for children to play.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama as follows:

SECTION 1.  That the City of Brundidge, Alabama make application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for an FY 2007 Community Development Block Grant in the amount of $400,000.00 for the purpose of providing partial financing for the provision of adequate drainage facilities to serve the two project areas proposed.
SECTION 2.  That the City of Brundidge hereby commits an amount of no less than $40,000.00 or greater  to use as match in order to complete the drainage improvements as proposed and accepted by ADECA.
SECTION 3.  That the City of Brundidge, Alabama will provide needed equipment and manpower to remove at least half of the vacant and dilapidated structures/remnants of structures in the project area (to remove threats to public health and safety) during the course of the project.  Further, given that success of this effort is subject to identification and negotiations with applicable property owners, the City recognizes that there could be associated problems that hinder the implementation of such an effort; however, the City will make every effort to accomplish this task including amending current ordinances and/or adoption of new ones to facilitate the removal of these structures.  The City further commits to aggressive enforcement of adopted codes, as part of their on-going efforts to revitalize this area.   
SECTION 4.  That James T. Ramage, III, in his capacity as Mayor of the City of Brundidge, Alabama, is hereby authorized and directed to have said application submitted on behalf of the City for funding consideration, and to take such other steps as may be required for accomplishment of the objectives outlined herein, should the project be approved for funding.
