Mayor Ramage closed the public hearing and called the regular meeting of the council to order.

Mr. Bowden moved that the Mayor and City Manager be authorized to develop an application seeking funding assistance from the ADECA as it relates to the TransLoad America project.
Mr. Jackson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2009-01 which provides for the city engaging Richard F. Calhoun to perform necessary title work for the CDBG project as it relates to the dilapidated houses.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Pearson and upon the roll being called, the following vote was recorded:  Voting Yea:  Bowden, Jackson, Boyd and Griffin.  Voting Nay: None.  Abstaining:  Mayor Ramage.  Motion carried.

Mrs. Pearson moved the council authorize the continuation of the FY2008 budget until such time that the council adopts the FY2009 budget.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
Mr. Bowden moved the Council deny the request by Pastor Mark Pickett to use Galloway Park Community Center for three months to establish a church.  Mrs. Pearson seconded by the motion and all voted yea.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned until Tuesday October 14th at 9:00 o’clock a.m. to canvass the results of the run-off election for District 5.
