SECTION 1.  That the Brundidge City Council submits an application to the TIGER Discretionary Grants program manager electronically via e-mail at TIGERGrants@dot.gov today.
SECTION 2.  That the project is shovel ready and the City is ready to proceed immediately upon notification of award of the TIGER GRANT.
SECTION 3.  That James T. Ramage, III, in his capacity as Mayor, is hereby authorized and directed to submit said application to the TIGER Discretionary Grants program manager, and, upon approval thereof, take such other steps as may be required to implement the project as proposed.
