The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, 
June 21, 2005 at 4:00 o’clock p.m. at the Brundidge City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mr. Bowden, Mr. Jackson, and Mr. Griffin and Mrs. Boyd. Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes of the council meeting of June 7, 2005 were presented, and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Boyd, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The Council next conducted a hearing on four parcels of property which contained dangerous buildings according to the city code enforcement officer.  
The first property was 606 Railroad Avenue, owner of record: Alice Rowe.  There were no owners of record in attendance so the only testimony was from the city code enforcement officer.  Mr. Griffin moved the council declare the structure dangerous in accordance with the city ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Bowden and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
The next parcel of property was 127 Wassau Street, owner of record: Edward Atwaters.  There were no owners of record in attendance so the only testimony was from the city code enforcement officer.  Mr. Bowden moved the council declare the structure dangerous in accordance with the city ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Boyd and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.

The next parcel of property was 412 Barr Street: owners of record: Ruth Lee Griffin.  Mr. Bowden moved the Council declare the structure dangerous in accordance with the city ordinance. The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and all voted yea.
The City had requested bids on a seven year loan in the amount of $300,000.00 from the local financial institutions.  After review of the bids, Mr. Jackson moved the city accept the proposal from Troy Bank & Trust Company for a seven year fixed rate of 4.20%, plus a $250.00 fee.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Bowden and upon the roll being call the following vote was recorded:  Voting Yea:  Bowden, Jackson, Boyd and Griffin.  Voting nay: None.  Abstaining: Ramage.

Mrs. Boyd moved the Council rename Armory Drive to Joseph S. Faircloth Drive in recognition of the many years of service Mr. Faircloth had with the Alabama National Guard and the efforts he provided to having a National Guard Unit in Brundidge.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Bowden and all voted yea.
There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
