The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session of June 15th, 2010 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Council members, Bowden, Griffin, Jackson and Pearson.  Mayor Pro Tempore Pearson called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of June 1st, 2010 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.

The City Manager reported to the council that on March 25, 2010 a notice was provided to Mr. Samuel Green per the City Code of Ordinances Section 5-23 notifying Mr. Green that the house located on his property, 121 Galloway Road, was deemed dangerous by the City due to the condition of the house which is partially burned. As of this date, there has been no effort on Mr. Green’s part to rectify this matter.  The City Manager provided pictures showing the building was partially burned and termite infested with all the windows and doors inoperable.  Per Section 5-24, the City Manager recommended the Council give notice to Mr. Green to appear before the council at its’ regular meeting July 6, 2010 to show cause, if any, why the building should not be demolished.  Upon discussion by the council, Mr. Bowden made a motion giving the City Manager the authority to provide Mr. Green, via certified mail, notice to appear before the council on July 6, 2010 to show cause why this building should not be demolished.  This motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Pro Tempore Pearson ordered the meeting adjourned.
