Ordinance No. 2007-11
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama as follows:


Section 1.  It shall be unlawful for any person or persons participating in or attending a parade, procession or assemblage within the City limits, to throw, discharge, or cause to be thrown or discharged any object including but not limited to candy, trinkets, paper, toys, or any other such object.


Section 2.  It shall be unlawful for the driver of any vehicle in a parade, procession or assemblage, to allow the prohibited activities in section (1) by any occupant of that vehicle, or by any person riding in the cab of the vehicle, or a float, trailer, or any other attachment to the vehicle.  Whether or not a parade permit has been issued shall be immaterial to a violation of this offense.
