The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session of June 1st, 2010 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mayor Ramage and Council members, Bowden, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of May 20th, 2010 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.

Mayor Ramage announced the city was applying for funding from the United States Department of Agriculture for non-construction items related to the library addition and that as part of the application process a public hearing for the purpose of providing the public with an opportunity to comment concerning the City’s application of a USDA Community Facility Direct Loan Program Non-Construction Grant was required.  He then requested City Manager Britt Thomas to provide an overview of the details of the grant and then requested citizens attending for questions and comments.  Richard Chapman asked about whether or not the application included audio visual devices. He was advised the application would include audio visual devices.  With no other questions or comments, Mayor Ramage ordered the public hearing be closed.
Mr. Bowden made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2010-05 giving the City the authority to enter into an agreement with St. John Engineers, Inc. for the provisions of engineering services for the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mayor Ramage opened the floor for nominations to fill vacancies for the City of Brundidge Industrial Board.  Mr. Bowden moved the council nominate Malva Griffin Frye and Johnny Steed and Mr. Jackson nominated Russ Dunnum.  After a second by Mrs. Pearson, Mayor Ramage called for a vote.  With all voting yea, the nominations were approved.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
