ORDINANCE NO. 2009-2
AN ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH A DRUG TIP FUND

WHEREAS, THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRUNDIDGE RECOGNIZE THAT, ALONG WITH THE CITY GROWTH AND THE INTENSE EXPANSION AND MOVEMENT OF ITS NEIGHBORING CITIES AND COMMUNITIES ALONG ALABAMA STATE HIGHWAY 10 ALABAMA STATE HIGHWAY 93 AND ALABAMA STATE HIGHTWAY 231 CORRIDORS, COMES AN INCREASE IN CRIMINAL ACTIVITY OF ALL TYPES. INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, THE UNLAWFUL POSSESSION OF MARIJUANA IN THE SECOND DEGREE AND THE USE OF OR POSSESSION WITH INTENT TO USE DRUG PARAPHENALIA.

WHEREAS, LAW ENFORCEMENT IN THE CITY OF BRUNDIDGE IS VIGILANT IN THE ONGOING INVESTIGATION, ARREST AND CONVICTION OF PERSONS VIOLATING THE CRIMINAL LAWS OF THE STATE OF ALABAMA AS CODIFIED BY STATE CODE AND THE LAWS OF THE CITY OF BRUNDIDGE, ALABAMA AND,

WHEREAS, TO ASSIST THE CITY POLICE DEPARTMENT IN ITS EFFORTS AGAINST ALL CRIME, AND SPECIFICALLY, AGAINST THE UNLAWFUL POSSESSION OF MARIJUANA IN THE SECOND DEGREE AS SET OUT IN 13A-12-214, CODE OF ALABAMA, AND THE USE OR POSSESSION OF DRUG PARAPHERNALIA WITH THE INTENT TO USE AS SET OUT IN 13A-12-260(C), CODE OF ALABAMA, BOTH MADE CRIMINAL OFFENSES BY MUNICIPAL ORDINANCE, THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL RECOGNIZE THE NEED FOR ADDITIONAL FUNDS TO MAKE AVAILABLE TO CITY LAW ENFORECEMENT, AND

WHEREAS, IN ORDER TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDS, UPON A PERSON BEING CONVICTED OF OR PLEADING GUILTY TO 13A-12-214, CODE AND/OR 13A-12-260(C), CODE, THE MUNICIPAL COURT JUDGE, MAY AT HIS DISCRETION ASSESS A SUM OF MONEY NOT EXCEEDING $200.00 FOR EACH CASE. SAID SUM SHALL BE IN ADDITION TO ANY AND ALL COSTS OF COURT AND FINES ASSESSED BY THE MUNICIPAL JUDGE, AND 

WHEREAS, UPON SAID FUNDS BEING COLLECTED, AN ACCOUNT SHOULD BE OPENED ENTITLED CITY OF BRUNDIDGE POLICE DEPARTMENT “TIP FUND” AND SHALL BE MAINTAINED AS FOLLOWS:

1. THE TIP FUND ACCOUNT SHALL BE OPENDED AT THE FIRST NATIONAL BANK OF BRUNDIDGE.
2. THE TIP FUND MONEY SHALL BE KEPT SEPARATED AND APART FROM ALL OTHER CITY ACCOUNTS, AND SHALL NOT BE CO-MINGLED WITH ANY OTHER MONEY

3. THE MUNICIPAL COURT CLERK SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR RECEIPTS OF TIP FUNDS ASSESSED BY THE MUNICIPAL COURT JUDGE, AND SHALL DEPOSIT SAME INTO THE TIP FUND ACCOUNT.

4. IN ORDER TO PROMOTE CONFIDENTIALITY NEEDED IN LAW ENFORCEMENT OPERATIONS, THE CITY MANAGER AND HIS DESIGNEE, SHALL ONLY BE PERMITTED TO ISSUE CHECKS.

5. THE CHIEF OF POLICE, OR HIS SUCCESSOR IN OFFICE, SHALL DESIGNATE IN WRITING TO THE CITY MANAGER THOSE CITY LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS WHO MAY REQUEST DISBURSEMENT FROM THE TIP FUND.

6. THE TIP FUND ACCOUNT SHALL BE AUDITED BY THE SAME PERSON OR FIRM WHO AUDITS OTHER CITY ACCOUNTS IN LIKE MANNER.

7. THE MONEY COLLECTED AND PLACED IN THE TIP FUND ACCOUNT SHALL BE USED FOR CITY LAW ENFORCEMENT PURPOSES ONLY. INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO:

A. PROVIDING INFORMANT FEES FOR INFORMATION AND DRUG BUYS;

B. PURCHASE OF CAMERA EQUIPMENT AND ACCESSORIES;

C. PURCHASE OF VIDEO AND AUDIO RECORDING DEVICES FOR PATROL UNITS AND INVESTIGATORS;

D. PURCHASE OF DRUG ANALYSIS AND PROCESSING EQUIPMENT;

E. PURCHASE OF SURVEILLANCE EQUIPMENT;

F. PURCHASE OF FIREARMS AND SHOTGUNS;

G. PROVIDING TRAINING ITEMS AND PAY FEES FOR PROGRAMS AND SEMINARS ASSOCIATED WITH LAW ENFORCEMENT PURPOSES;

H. PURCHASE SAFETY EQUIPMENT, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, TRAFFIC VESTS, CONES, RECHARGEABLE FLASHLIGHTS, AND BARRICADES;

I. PURCHASE CRIME SCENE INVESTIGATION EQUIPMENT, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, METAL DETECTORS AND ULTRA-VIOLET LIGHT EQUIPMENT.

J. PURCHASE EMERGENCY KITS AND BLANKETS FOR EACH PATROL UNIT;

TREREFORE AFTER DISCUSSION OF THE FOREGOING AND UPON MOTION DULY

 MADE BY COUNCILMEMBER BOWDEN AND BEING SECONDED BY COUNCILMEMBER JACKSON, THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRUNDIDGE UNANIMOUSLY APPROVE AND ADOPT THE FOLLOWING ORDINANCE IN SUPPORT OF THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A DRUG TIP FUND.

BE IT RESOLVED, IN ORDER TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDS, UPON A PERSON

 BEING CONVICTED OF OR PLEADING QUILTY TO 13A-12-214, CODE AND/OR 13A-12-260(C), CODE, THE MUNICIPAL COURT JUDGE SHALL ASSESS A SUM OF MONEY NOT EXCEEDING $200.00 FOR EACH CASE. SAID SUM SHALL BE IN ADDITION TO ANY AND ALL COSTS OF COURT AND FINES ASSESSED BY THE MUNICIPAL JUDGE, AND


BEING FURTHER RESOLVED, UPON SAID FUNDS BEING COLLECTED, AN ACCOUNT SHOULD BE OPENED ENTITLED BRUNDIDGE POLICE DEPARTMENT “TIP FUND” AND SHALL BE MAINTAINED AS FOLLOWS:

1. THE TIP FUND ACCOUNT SHALL BE OPENED AT THE FIRST NATIONAL BANK OF BRUNDIDGE.

2. THE TIP FUND MONEY SHALL BE KEPT SEPARATED AND APART FROM ALL OTHER CITY ACCOUNTS, AND SHALL NOT BE CO-MINGLED WITH ANY OTHER MONEY.

3. THE MUNICIPAL COURT CLERK SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR RECEIPTS OF TIP FUNDS ASSESSED BY THE MUNICIPAL COURT JUDGE, AND SHALL DEPOSIT SAME INTO THE TIP FUND ACCOUNT.

4. IN ORDER TO PROMOTE CONFIDENTIALITY NEEDED IN LAW ENFORCEMENT OPERATIONS, THE CITY MANAGER AND HIS DESIGNEE, SHALL ONLY BE PERMITTED TO ISSUE CHECKS.
5. THE CHIEF OF POLICE, OR HIS SUCCESSOR IN OFFICE, SHALL DESIGNATE IN WRITING TO THE CITY MANAGER THOSE CITY LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS WHO MAY REQUEST DISBURSEMENT FROM THE TIP FUND.

6. THE TIP FUND ACCOUNT SHALL BE AUDITED BY THE SAME PERSON OR FIRM WHO AUDITS OTHER CITY ACCOUNTS IN LIKE MANNER.

7. THE MONEY COLLECTED AND PLACED IN THE TIP FUND ACCOUNT SHALL BE USED FOR CITY LAW ENFORCEMENT PURPOSES ONLY. INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO:

K. PROVIDING INFORMANT FEES FOR INFORMATION AND DRUG BUYS;

L. PURCHASE OF CAMERA EQUIPMENT AND ACCESSORIES;

M. PURCHASE OF VIDEO AND AUDIO RECORDING DEVICES FOR PATROL UNITS AND INVESTIGATORS;

N. PURCHASE OF DRUG ANANLYSIS AND PROCESSING EQUIPMENT

O. PURCHASE OF SURVEILLANCE EQUIPMENT

P. PURCHASE OF FIREARMS AND SHOTGUNS;

Q. PROVIDING TRAINING ITEMS AND PAY FEES FOR PROGRAMS AND SEMINARS ASSOCIATED WITH LAW ENFORCEMENT PURPOSES;

R. PURCHASE SAFETY EQUIPMENT, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, TRAFFIC VESTS, CONES, RECHARGEABLE FLASHLIGHTS, AND BARRICADES;

S. PURCHASE CRIME SCENE INVESTIGATION EQUIPMENT, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, METAL DETECTORS AND ULTRA-VIOLET LIGHT EQUIPMENT;

T. PURCHASE EMERGENCY KITS AND BLANKETS FOR EACH PATROL UNIT
