The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, 
June 7, 2005 at 4:00 o’clock p.m. at the Brundidge City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mr. Bowden, Mrs. Pearson, Mr. Jackson, Mrs. Boyd and Mr. Griffin and Mrs. Boyd. Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes of the council meeting of May 17 & May 31, 2005 were presented, and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Jackson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The Council next conducted a hearing on four parcels of property which contained dangerous buildings according to the city code enforcement officer.  
The first property was 406 Leona Street, owners of record: J.K. & Jessie Reynolds.  There were no owners of record in attendance so the only testimony was from the city code enforcement officer.  Mr. Griffin moved the council declare the structure dangerous in accordance with the city ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Bowden and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
The next parcel of property was 307 Johns Street, owners of record: Charles, Thomas, and Scotty Johns, et al.  There were no owners of record in attendance so the only testimony was from the city code enforcement officer.  Mr. Jackson moved the council declare the structure dangerous in accordance with the city ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Boyd and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.

The next parcel of property was 641 Wilkins St, owners of record: Otis Wilkins & Betty Flowers.  Ms. Gayle Flowers attended and requested consideration from the council to all additional time to comply.  Mrs. Boyd moved the council grant until July 15th for compliance.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Bowden and all voted yea.
The next parcel of property was 110 John Lewis Street, owners of record: Lily Mae Davis and Jack Brown.  Mr. Dante Struggs represented the owners and agreed the house was dangerous and requested the city demolish the structure and put the charges on the taxes for the property.  Mr. Bowden moved the council declare the structure dangerous in accordance with the city ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Boyd and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.
There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
