The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session Tuesday, March 3rd, 2009 at 4:00 o’clock p.m. at the City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Mayor Ramage and Council members Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes of the meeting of February 17th, 2009 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The Council first conducted a public hearing on the rezoning request of Dean Baker for his property located at 312 South Main Street.  The request to rezone the property from B-2 to R-3 was recommended for approval by the Brundidge Planning Commission.    After all present had an opportunity to be heard by the Council, Mayor Ramage closed the public hearing.
Mr. Jackson moved the council approve the request of Dean Baker and rezone the property at 312 South Main Street R-3.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.

An application on behalf of Mr. Harry Mobley, d/b/a Grown Folk Café and Lounge for a lounge liquor license was presented.  The location of the proposed new business formerly was licensed for the same purpose.  Mr. Bowden moved the City approve the license request.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and upon the roll being called all voted yea.

Resolution No. 2009-30 was presented for consideration.  The resolution authorizes a local budget amendment to the CDBG project.  Mr. Bowden moved the resolution be approved as presented.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
