The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on April 15th, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a Public Hearing regarding the rezoning of property located at 414 Seventh Avenue.  Current owners, Cretia Harris and Haisten Harris requested the property be rezoned from R-3 (Multi-Family Residential) to MHR (Mobile Home Residential).  Mayor Ramage asked the dimensions and the year model of mobile home.  Ms. Harris advised the mobile home is a 16’ X 80’ and is a 1997 model. Ms. Harris stated she lives in the mobile home currently located in Boyd’s Trailer Park and would like to move it to 414 Seventh Avenue.  Mr. Charlie Harris was present in support of the Harris’ request stating there was a mobile home recently removed from the property therefore the council should approve the rezoning.  There being no further questions or comments, the Mayor closed the Public Hearing.
The minutes for the meeting of April 1st, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Baxter, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Coleman moved the council approve the request from Cretia Harris and Haisten Harris to rezone property located at 414 Seventh Avenue from R-3 (Multi-Family Residential) to MHR (Mobile Home Residential).  Mrs. Pearson second the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The City Manager reviewed rate quotes received  from local banks for a Line of Credit in the amount of $160,000 for the City to purchase AMI electric meters.  First National Bank submitted a rate of 1.60% (tax free) for one year with all closing cost waived.  Troy Bank and Trust submitted a rate of 2.50% for one year and waived all fees.  Mr. Coleman moved the council accept the lowest bid from First National Bank.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion.  All voting yea:  Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Abstaining:  Mayor Ramage.

Mrs. Ross moved the council approve Resolution No. 2014-23 – FY2014 Budget Amendment No. 1.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

* The City Manager reported to the Mayor and Council of an incident that occurred on April 6th and 7th  regarding an overflow of a private sewer clean out lateral at 155 6th Avenue.  The City Manager shared a 17 second video of the occurrence.
Due to the Alabama League of Municipalities Annual Convention May 3rd through May 6th, 2014, Mayor Ramage advised there would not be a quorum as Mrs. Baxter, Mrs. Ross, Mrs. Pearson and Mr. Coleman will be attending the convention.  After discussion with the council it was decided to cancel the meeting on May 6th.   Next meeting of the council will be May 20th,
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
