The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on April 16, 2013 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of April 2, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Coleman moved the council approve Resolution No. 2013-16 giving Mayor Ramage and the City Manager the authority to execute and attest a franchise agreement by and between the City of Brundidge and Southeast Alabama Waste Disposal Authority.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried as presented.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Ordinance No. 2013-02 granting Southeast Alabama Waste Disposal Authority a non-exclusive franchise for the collection, transportation, and disposal of Commercial Solid Waste and Construction and Demolition Debris under the terms and conditions of this ordinance.  The first reading of the proposed ordinance was held April 2, 2013.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Ross and upon the roll being called the following vote was recorded. Voting Yea:  Baxter, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Voting Nay:  None.  Motion carried. 

Mrs. Pearson made a motion authorizing Mayor Ramage and the City Manager to make application for a Transportation Alternative Program (TAP) grant which would provide sidewalks along the north side of S. A. Graham Blvd. and the west side of Galloway Road between certain designated points.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The City Manager discussed with the council the need for a new all-terrain vehicle for use in the public works department.  The current vehicle used by the departments is a Mule that was purchased in 2003 and is in constant need of repairs.  Mrs. Ross moved to amend the budget to allow for the purchase of a new ATV as presented by the City Manager and also declare the 2003 Mule surplus property allowing the City Manager to sell on gov.deals.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting year the motion carried.
The Mayor reported he had receive a call from Congresswoman Martha Roby with news the City of Brundidge had been awarded, through FEMA, a Fire Fighters Assistance Grant to purchase a new fire truck.  The grant award is for $228,000 with the city’s match being $12,000.  Mrs. Pearson moved the council accept the grant from FEMA and approve the payment of the City’s match along with the consulting fee from JMCM Consulting of $11,400. Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting year the motion carried.

The City received a request from Pike Area Transit System in the amount of $1,600.74 for capital assistance for two new vans.  Mr. Coleman moved the council approve the amount requested and Mrs. Ross seconded the motion.   With all voting yea the motion carried. 

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
