The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on April 1st, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of March 18th, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Coleman moved to appoint Mrs. Pearson to serve as the voting delegate and Mrs. Ross and Mrs. Baxter as alternates for the Official Business Session of the Alabama League of Municipalities on May 5, 2014 at 3:45 p.m. in Mobile at the ALM Annual Convention.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and will all voting yea the motion carried.  

Mayor Ramage held over nominating delegates for the AMIC annual membership meeting until the next council meeting on April 15, 2014.

The City Manager reviewed the FY2014 quarterly financials followed by FY2014 Budget Amendment No. 1.  After reviewing the amendment and discussion by the council, Mrs. Ross moved the FY2014 Budget Amendment No. 1 be approved as presented.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried. 

Mr. Griffin moved the council approve water meters taken out of service under the current DWSRF and being replaced with AMI meters be declared surplus property, and no longer needed by the city for the public use, and sold to the highest bidder.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Chief Davenport requested the council approve the purchase of two police interceptors.  Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve the request to include an increase of $15,000 in Budget Amendment No.1 for police vehicles.  Total line item for police vehicles will now be $65,000.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
