The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on April 21st, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The CDBG public hearing for applications to the competitive and economic development funds was opened by Mayor Ramage at 4:00 p.m.  Britt Thomas discussed the applications under consideration including the previously submitted 2014 CDBG Competitive fund application for sewer system improvements and the new SCFG Industrial Park expansion infrastructure requirements including water, sewer and access into the newly purchased park property.  He introduced Susan Monroe, of Monroe and Associates, LLC, the City’s grant consultant who covered the CDBG required information for public hearings including the amount of funds available, eligible activities, applicable thresholds, the CDBG program objectives, etc.  Discussion primarily revolved around potential activities for the 2015 CDBG Competitive application including resubmission of the 2014 CDBG application with revisions and overall needs for the proposed economic development project and potential avenues for funding various components needed to provide adequate infrastructure for proposed job creation.  The Mayor requested that another public hearing be held prior to the next Council meeting to generate further public participation as well as give the Council more time to consider potential actions related to the applications proposed.  The public hearing was closed at 4:14 p.m. 

The minutes for the meeting of April 7th, 2015, were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Baxter, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-11 authorizing an application be filed with ALDOT for funding assistance through the Alabama Industrial Access Road and Bridge Corporation in connection with the North Industrial Park project to provide needed transportation infrastructure improvements.  Also, the City agrees to pay all local and/or matching costs including preliminary engineering in connection with said assistance in accordance with ALDOT policies and procedures.  Mayor Ramage will be authorized and instructed to execute any and all documents in connection with said application.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea, the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
