The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in special session April 24th, 2012 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members, Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Coleman and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of April 17th, 2012 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Program (DWSRLP) approved pre-application administered by ADEM.  Mr. Max Mobley from Polyengineering provided the program details which would provide improvements to the Brundidge Water Systems infrastructure.   Recommended improvements include an automated meter reading system and SCADA and control valve improvements.  Mr. Mobley discussed the costs and the environmental impacts of the proposed project. Concurrences have been received from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the Army Corps of Engineers, the Alabama Historical Commission and the South Central Alabama Regional Planning Commission. The floor was then opened for questions and comments from the public.  Ted Harrison asked Mr. Mobley how this new system would help the consumer.  Mr. Mobley said the system would allow the consumer the ability to track their usage on a daily bases therefore allowing for adjustments accordingly.  Ted Carter asked about the accuracy of the meters.  Mr. Mobley said the technology of this system would provide information to the City that would alert the City to potential leaks or any other problems the consumer might have regarding their water usage therefore providing an accurate accounting of the usage per consumer.  D. Kreager asked Mr. Mobley when the City would know if there would be any principal forgiveness for the loan.  Mr. Mobley explained at this time the City was turned down for any principal forgiveness however after all applications have been awarded there could possibly be some that could not take advantage of the loan unless they were 100 % funded and the City could be provided a small percentage of the principle forgiveness but not to count of it.   There being no further questions, Mayor Ramage closed the public hearing.
Mr. Jackson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2012-09 which would authorize Mayor Ramage the authority to file on behalf of the City an application for a loan to be made by the Alabama Drinking Water Finance Authority and also furnish ADEM information, data and documents pertaining to the application for the loan.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Pearson made a motion to approve a contract agreement between the City of Brundidge and Polyengineering in connection with the Alabama DWSRF Project No. FS010139-020 to include the installation of remote read meters and the ancillary hardware and software and other improvements within the Brundidge Water System.  Mr. Jackson seconded the motion and with all voting year the motion carried.
Mr. Bowden move the council declare a 2000 Ford Crown Victoria as surplus property and be auctioned on GovDeals.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned and advised the next council meeting will be Tuesday, May 1st , 2012 at 1:00 p.m. at City Hall.
