The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on April 2, 2013 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of March 19, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The City Manager presented the council with Resolution No. 2013-16 which provides Southeast Alabama Solid Waste Disposal Authority a franchise to collect solid waste in the City of Brundidge and also Ordinance No. 2013-02 which specifies the terms and conditions of the franchise agreement.  After discussion the council agreed to hold over Resolution No. 2013-16 and Ordinance No. 2013-02 until the next council meeting.

Due to inconsistencies in the scoping and pricing of key project components that had a material impact on the way the 2012 DWSRF Water Improvements were bid, Max Mobley of Polyengineering felt it was in the best interest of the project to reject all bids and rebid the project.  Mrs. Pearson moved to approved Resolution No. 2013-17 which would rescind Resolution No. 2013-15 awarding Central Plant Technology as the lowest responsible bidder for the 2012 DWSRF Water Improvements.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Ross moved to appoint Mrs. Pearson to serve as the voting delegate and Mr. Coleman as an alternate for the Official Business Session of the Alabama League of Municipalities on May 20, 2013 at 3:45 p.m. in Montgomery at the ALM Annual Convention.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and will all voting yea the motion carried.

Mrs. Pearson move to appoint Mrs. Ross to serve as the voting delegate and Mrs. Baxter as an alternate for the annual membership meeting of the Alabama Municipal Insurance Corporation to be held in Montgomery on May 18, 2013 at the ALM Annual Convention.  Mr. Steve E. Wells will serve as proxy should Mrs. Ross or Mrs. Baxter be unable to attend. Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried. 

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
