The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on April 7th, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of March 17th, 2015 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The City Manager reviewed bids received for grass cutting of Main Street, County Line and St. Paul cemeteries.  Two bids were received; BanDanner Lawn Service $585.00 and Wayne Grant $525.00, per cut.  Mrs. Pearson made a motion to award the contract to the lowest bidder Wayne Grant with a bid of $525.00 per cut.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager presented the council with recommended adjustments for the FY2015 budget.  After discussing the various changes, Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-10 to amend FY2015 budget as presented.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Bids were received Friday, April 3, 2015 in connection with the WWTF Energy Efficiency Retrofit Improvements.   The lowest responsive bid submitted by a responsible bidder was received by Blankenship Contracting in the amount of $212,650.00.  The amount exceeded available funds for the project.  In the opinion of Max Mobley of Polyengineering, Inc., the City’s engineer, the best interest of the project would be served by incorporating this work in the overall wastewater treatment and pumping improvements proposed for funding under the Clean Water State Revolving Loan Program, for which the City has recently submitted a pre-application.  Mr. Mobley therefore recommended that all bids for the work received April 3, 2015 be rejected.  Mr. Griffin moved to approve the recommendation of Mr. Mobley, a second by Mrs. Baxter and with all voting yea the motion carried. 
Mr. Coleman moved to appoint Mrs. Pearson to serve as the voting delegate and Mrs. Baxter as the alternate for the Official Business Session of the Alabama League of Municipalities a on May 18th at 3:45 p.m. also to appoint Mrs. Pearson as the voting delegate for AMIC’s Annual Business Meeting on May 16th at 1:00 p.m. in Tuscaloosa at the ALM Annual Convention.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and will all voting yea the motion carried.  

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
