The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on August 16th, 2016 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members:  Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of August 2nd, 2016 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Griffin, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Griffin moved the council approved the purchase of a John Deere 5055E utility tractor for $18,441.22 from the Houston –Galveston Area Council competitive bid process which is approved by the State of Alabama Department of Examiners of Public Accounts.  This tractor will be purchased from SunSouth, LLC located in Brundidge.  Also, to declare the 1999 John Deere 5012 as surplus to be sold on gov.deals.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager solicited rate quotes for a General Obligation Warrant for a street resurfacing project in the amount of $350,000 for a term of five years also providing a line of credit to be termed out at the completion of the project.  Quotes were received from First National Bank with a rate of 2.85% and Troy Bank and Trust with a rate of 1.75%.  
Mayor Ramage introduced Ordinance No. 2016-03 General Obligation Warrant Series 2016.  The warrant is for the sum of $350,000 with an interest rate of 1.75% with a term of five years through Troy Bank and Trust to be used for street resurfacing.  After a discussion, Mrs. Pearson moved the council agree to give its’ unanimous consent to consider Ordinance 2016-03.  The motion to consider the Ordinance today was seconded by Mr. Griffin.  Upon the roll being called the following vote was recorded:  Voting yea, Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Ramage and Pearson  Voting nay,  None  

Ordinance No. 2016-03 was presented and upon motion by Mr. Griffin and second by Mrs. Baxter the following vote was recorded:  Voting yea, Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Abstaining, Ramage. Voting nay, none.  Ordinance No. 2016-03 stands approved.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
