The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on August 19th, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of August 5th, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Ross moved the council declare the R. E. Barr Nutrition Center’s 1996 Dodge Ram Van as surplus property and be auctioned off on gov.deals.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager provided the Council with information regarding a grant through the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs designed to conserve energy at wastewater treatment plants.  ADECA will award four $10,000 grants statewide and this particular grant does not provide for administrative cost therefore the City would have to provide the funds necessary for the writing of the grant application and the administration of the grant funds.  Monroe and Associates set a fee of $750 for writing the application and $1,750 to administer the grant.  After discussion by the council, Mrs. Ross moved the council approve the hiring of Monroe and Associates to prepare and submit the grant application and also for administration of the grant should the City be awarded.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
