The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on August 20th, 2013 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding CDBG Project No. SM-ED-PF-10-019, administered through the Alabama Department of Community Affairs, to construct a rail spur at Southern Classic Food Group.  Susan Monroe, of Monroe and Associates, reported the major construction was completed in April.  The final cost came in under budget, and while the entire $250,000 of CDBG funding was used, the local match was reduced by just over $30,000 (as approved by ADECA Director Jim Byard) for a final amount of $219,971.53.  SCFG exceeded their job commitment and since May 2011 when the project began has created 47 new jobs and presently employs around 150.  The floor was opened for discussion.  Mr. Carraway, of Southern Classic Food Group, commented his company had picked up additional customers and his employees were doing a great job.  With no other questions or comments, Mayor Ramage ordered the public hearing closed.
Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order and the minutes for the meeting of August 6th, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.

Chief Davenport reviewed three police vehicles and the police canine with the council and asked they be declared surplus property.  Mr. Griffin moved the council declare the property reviewed by Chief Davenport as surplus property and be sold.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
