The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on August 2nd, 2016 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members:  Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of July 19th, 2016 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Baxter, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Max Mobley of Polyengineering, Inc., spoke to the Mayor, Council and residents regarding the drainage issues at Mims Creek.  Mr. Mobley showed those in attendance a map displaying the erosion that has occurred over the past forty plus years.  In conclusion Mr. Mobley recommended the City survey the area to determine where the major problems are and then determine how the City should proceed.  Mrs. Ross moved the council authorize Polyengineering, Inc. to survey the Mims Creek area to determine a plan of action to correct the drainage issues.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve the following resolutions:  Resolution No. 2016-17 certifying that Mrs. Betty Baxter was the only person to file a statement of candidacy and is declared duly elected for the office of City Council - District 1, Resolution No. 2016-18 certifying that Mr. Arthur Griffin  was the only person to file a statement of candidacy and is declared duly elected for the office of City Council - District 2 and Resolution No. 2016-19 certifying that Mrs. Margaret Ross was the only person to file a statement of candidacy and is declared duly elected for the office of City Council - District 3.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-20 which allows the City of Brundidge to enter into an agreement with South Central Alabama Development Commission for the provision of administrative services also that the method of procurement for professional services for CDBG Program purposes is governed by the Common Rule as revised by the ADECA in Policy Letter 1, Revision 9 for CDBG Project SM-ED-PF-15-002.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager discussed with the council eleven additional streets to be considered for resurfacing with a cost of approximately $330,694.50.  He showed a map of the streets and the cost to resurface each one and asked the council to consider soliciting proposals from the local banks for a loan of $350,000. to be amortized over a 5 year period with funds to pay the loan coming from gas tax revenues.  He would also provide a legal opinion from the City’s attorney for the loan to be tax exempt.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
