The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on August 6, 2013 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of July 16, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The City Manager reviewed bids for a fire truck that were received on July 31, 2013.  They were as follows:  Nafeco - $280,475, Sunbelt Fire - $246,890 and Bonaventure Fire and Safety - $254,900.  The bids were reviewed by Chief Adkins and reported the lowest bidder met all the specifications and requested Sunbelt Fire be awarded the bid.  Mrs. Ross moved the council award Sunbelt Fire for the purchase of a fire truck and based on the bid provide $18,890 in additional funds.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve the Pike County Emergency Operation Plan as provided by the Pike County EMA.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The City Manager discussed with the council bids received for the electric department maintenance facility.  He explained all bids taken were well over the expectations of the City’s architect and felt this project could be cost effective by allowing the work be performed by City employees and sub-contractors.  Mr. Coleman moved the council give the City Manager the authority to make all provisions for constructing the electric department maintenance facility.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
