The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on December 16, 2014 at 12:45 p.m. at Brundidge Station at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding the request to rezone two pieces of property:  373 7th Ave. – R-3 (Multi-Family Residential)  to MHR (Mobile Home Residential) and 341 E. Troy St. – R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to MHR (Mobile Home Residential).  The Planning Commission’s recommendations for both properties were that they be denied.  Regarding the property on E. Troy Street, adjoining property owners Mrs. Kate Taylor, Mrs. Jamey  Bullock and Mrs. Sheron Mitchell requested the rezoning be denied.  Property located on 7th Avenue had opposition from Mrs. Janetta Hall and Mr. Carl Henderson.  There being no further questions or comments, Mayor Ramage closed the public hearing.
The minutes for the meeting of December 2, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Ross moved the council concur with the Planning Commission regarding the rezoning of 373 7th Avenue and 341 E. Troy Street and deny the request.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Mrs. Pearson moved the council accept the proposal from Polyengineering for the WWTP 

Energy Retrofits project through the Energy Division of ADECA, as it was only the response received. Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Mr. Ross moved the council approve the first reading of proposed Ordinance No. 2015-01 regarding an increase of water and sewer rates.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.  
Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Haynes Ambulance as the emergency service provider for the City concurring with Pike County and the City of Troy.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
