The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session, December 20th, 2011  at 1:00 p.m. at Brundidge Station at which time and place the following members were present: Mayor Ramage, Council members, Bowden, Griffin ,Jackson,  Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of December 6th, 2011 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing concerning the close out of the Brundidge Comprehensive Planning Grant.  Tracey Delaney with SCADC gave a brief summary of the plan and opened the floor for questions.  Mr. Bowden had questions concerning the “gateways” into the City.  Mrs. Delaney explained this could be accomplished by designing landscaping or building clusters to attract interest to come into the City.   With no other questions or comments, Mayor Ramage ordered the public hearing closed.

Mr. Jackson moved to appointment Mr. Bowden to the Planning Commission Board and Mr. Griffin seconded the motion.  Mrs. Pearson move to close the nomination.  Mr. Bowden will serve a term six years (staggered).

Mr. Bowden moved the council authorize the filing of a pre-application with the Alabama Department of Environmental Management (ADEM) for the financial assistance not to exceed $975,000 from the Alabama Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Program to assist in financing improvements to the Brundidge Water System recommended by Polyengineering.  Recommended improvements include an automated meter reading system and SCADA and control valve improvements.  Polyengineering is authorized to prepare and Mayor Ramage is authorized to sign the necessary pre-application documentation for submittal to ADEM.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea, the motion carried.
The City Manager reminded the council at the last council meeting the council authorized the purchase of a police vehicle in the amount of $22, 245.  Since the last council meeting the Chief Davenport advised the City Manager the company the City is purchasing the vehicle from can also provide a patrol car package with the total cost of the vehicle being $28,760.  Mrs. Pearson moved to amend the motion to include the patrol car package.  Mr. Jackson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned and advised the next council meeting will be January 3rd, 2012 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall.
