The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session February 21st, 2012 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members, Bowden, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of February 7th, 2012 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing concerning the rezoning of property located at 524 Henderson Street.  The Planning Commission held a public hearing on January 26, 2012 to allow all adjoining property owners as well as concerned citizens the opportunity to voice their opinions regarding the change in zoning.  The Planning Commission approved and recommended to the Council that the property at 524 Henderson be rezoned from R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to MHR (mobile home residential).  Mayor Ramage opened the floor for discussion and or comments.  Margaret Ross asked if the property was changed to mobile home residential would it remain in that status.  Mayor Ramage advised it would remain mobile home residential until another request to rezone the property was submitted.  With no further questions or comments, Mayor Ramage ordered the public hearing closed.

Mr. Coleman made a motion to allow the property  located at 524 Henderson Street be rezoned from R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to MHR (mobile home residential).  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion.  With the roll being called Mr. Coleman, Mr. Jackson, Mrs. Pearson voted yea.  Mr. Bowden abstained.  The motion carried.
Mayor Ramage introduced Resolution No. 2012-05 and summarized the actions to date by the Council as it relates to reapportioning the city voting district lines utilizing the 2010 census data.  Mayor Ramage noted Resolution 2012-05 was first presented at the council meeting of February 7, 2012 at which time the Council conducted a public hearing on the matter and asked that any other public comment be accepted until the next regular meeting of the Council.  No further comments were noted during the time period of February 7, 2012 – February 21, 2012 by the executive staff or elected officials. Mr. Jackson moved the council pass Resolution No. 2012-05 – Reapportionment of District lines as it related to the 2010 Census count.  A second was made by Mr. Coleman and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The City Manager reviewed with the council the FY2011 Audited Financials as prepared by Carr, Riggs and Ingram.
