The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on February 4th, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter,  Ross, and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of January 21st, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Willie Wright, Principal Pike County High School, gave an update on the recreation department’s one year anniversary.  Mr. Wright said he is very pleased with participation of the students and also of the parents who are taking active rolls in supporting their children.  He also was appreciative of the specials efforts of the coaches who volunteer their time in making this program a success.   
The City Manager reported he was approached by Sherrell Brown, owner of a parcel of property located directly behind the Bass House, to see if the City had any interest in purchasing the property.  The City Manager gave the council all the details of the property and indicated Mr. Brown would like to keep the portion of the property where his storage building and pool is located.   If the council approves the purchase of the property, the City will survey the property to be retained by the owners. The property to be retained will include the building and pool, 10’ west of the building and 10’ north of the building, to the mutual property line of the parcel and the City on the east side.  The City will cause an official title opinion to be provided to the City and the City will prepare a deed from the official survey.  These items will be at  no cost to the owner.  The City will pay the owners 10%  down ($700.00), which shall be deducted from the sales price of $7000.00 at closing.  Should the owners not be able to provide clear title, the down payment of $700.00 shall be refunded to the City.  After much discussion, Mrs. Ross moved the council approve the purchase of Mr. Brown’s property.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
