The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on January 19th, 2016 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman. Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the January 5th, 2016 council meeting were presented and upon a motion by Mr. Griffin to approve the minutes, a second was made by Mrs. Ross, and with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.  
The council once again reviewed a new service being offered through the Alabama League

of Municipalities known as the Municipal Intercept Services, LLC. After discussing the benefit this would bring to the recovery of debt owed the City, Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve the City Manager and staff to moved forward in getting the necessary documents prepared to sign the City up for this service.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The City Manager introduced Ordinance No. 2016-02 which provides for the issuance of one subordinated Utility Fund Revenue Warrant Series 2016-CWSRL-DL, of the City of Brundidge, Alabama in the aggregate principal amount of $2,285,000.  The City Manager reminded the council this loan was for the upgrade and improvements to the sewer and water systems.  After
discussion from the council, Mr. Griffin moved the council agree to give its’ unanimous consent to consider Ordinance No. 2016-02 as it relates to authorizing the issuance of the Utility Fund Revenue Warrant Series 2016-CWSRL-SL.  The motion to consider the Ordinance today was seconded by Mrs. Ross.  Upon the roll being called the following vote was recorded:  Voting yea, Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Voting Nay:  None

Ordinance No. 2016-02 was presented and upon motion by Mrs. Ross and second by Mrs. Pearson the following vote was recorded:  Voting yea, Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Voting Nay:  None  Ordinance No. 2016-02 stands approved.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
