The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on January 20, 2015  at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of January 6, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Ross, second by Mrs. Baxter with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding the assessment of two parcels of property located at 307 Windmill Street and Veterans Blvd./Shipman Circle.  In accordance with the City’s Weed Ordinance, the property owners did not comply and an order from Judge Dickert was issued to have the property cut and cleaned up and the cost be levied on the property owners.  This public hearing was to give both parties the opportunity to show cause why the property should not be assessed and a lien placed on the property for cost incurred.  Just prior to the council meeting, an agreement was executed with David Foster to pay the cost incurred to cut and clean the property located at Veterans Blvd./Shipman Circle.  No one was in attendance for the property located at 307 Windmill Drive.  There being no further questions or comments the public hearing was closed.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-04 authorizing the City Manager to take the necessary action to have the property owners located at 307 Windmill Drive assessed and collected to recoup the cost of removing the nuisance.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried as presented.  

Max Mobley of Polyengineering addressed the council regarding the necessary improvements needed in the City’s sewer system.  Mr. Mobley gave a detail summary of where the improvements needed to be made and the cost related.  He advised the council the first step would be to provide the preliminary engineering reports which would be brought back to the council for approval before moving forward with the project.  Mrs. Ross moved the council authorize the Mayor and City Manager to engage Mr. Mobley of Polyengineering to provide the preliminary engineering reports for the sewer system improvements.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-05 authorizing Mayor Ramage and the City Manager to direct the further course of the lawsuits with ADEM and Brundidge Acquisitions, LLC including any appeals or settlements, provided that the Council shall be timely informed of their actions.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The appointment of the City Prosecutor was discussed and tabled until the next council meeting.

The City accepted sealed bids for the police departments K-9 police dog on January 16, 2015 at 10:00 a.m. at City Hall.  The only bid received  was from Jones Animal clinic for $244.00.  Mrs. Ross moved the council accept the bid from Jones Animal Clinic, Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
