The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on January 5th, 2016 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson. Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the December 15th, 2015 council meeting were presented and upon a motion by Mr. Griffin to approve the minutes, a second was made by Mrs. Baxter, and with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.  
The City Manager introduced to the council a new service offered through the Alabama League of Municipalities known as the Municipal Intercept Services, LLC.   In 2014 the Alabama State Legislature enacted an amendment allowing municipalities and counties to attempt to collect delinquent debts owed to them by collecting this debt from an individual’s State tax refund.  After discussing this service, Mrs. Pearson asked this be tabled until the next meeting.
The City Manager reviewed with the council the Request for Proposals for administration and engineering services for CDBG Project. No. SM-ED-PF-15-002. Rapid Acquisition Management Solutions, LLC and Monroe and Associates, LLC submitted RFP’s for administration.  Polyengineering, Inc. and Goodwyn, Mills and Cawood submitted RFP’s for engineering.  After completing the CDBG RFP rating sheet and reviewing the results, the City Manager recommended Monroe and Associates for the administration and Polyengineering, Inc. for the engineering of the project.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-06 accepting the proposal from Monroe and Associates, LLC for the provisions of professional services for the administration of CDBG Project. No. SM-ED-PF-15-002.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-07 accepting the proposal from Polyengineering, Inc. for the provisions of professional services for the engineering of CDBG Project. No. SM-ED-PF-15-002.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
