The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on January 6, 2015  at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of December 16, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Griffin, second by Mrs. Pearson with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-03 which provides a special use permit for Verizon to modify an existing wireless telecommunication facility located at 7377 US 231 South, Brundidge, AL.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Ordinance No. 2015-01 which maintains the current electric rates and creates a new rate structure for water and sewer.  The first reading of the proposed ordinance was held December 16, 2014.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Baxter and upon the roll being called the following votes were recorded. Voting Yea:  Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Voting Nay:  None.  Motion carried. 

The City Manager provided the council with the following items to be considered for surplus property;  two storage trailers, a police dog and three golf carts.  Mrs. Ross moved the council declare the two storage trailers and three golf carts surplus property to be auctioned on gov.deal.  and the police dog be bid out through the  City’s bid process since gov.deals does not allow animals be auctioned on their site.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
