The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on January 7th, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Ross, and Pearson.  Mr. Coleman joined the meeting at 4:35 p.m.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of December 17th, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.

Mayor Ramage opened the public hearing at 4 p.m. per the published notice for the purpose of hearing public and property owner comment on properties that have been identified under the City’s CDBG demolition grant program.  Property owners were notified per Section 11-40-30 through 11-40-36, Code of Alabama regarding nuisance and/or abandoned properties within the City of Brundidge.  Properties identified are dilapidated and have not been maintained and appear to be beyond economically feasible rehabilitation.  Condemnation and demolition of these nuisance properties would be considered by City Council during the Council meeting following the public hearing.      

These additional structures will be added to initial properties identified in Round 1 and included in the City’s demolition bid specifications.  City staff had identified additional dilapidated properties within the City limits that had become vacant or dilapidated.  It is the City’s desire to utilize all grant funding allocated for demolition and eliminate as many of these blighting nuisance structures as possible, so additional properties will be added to the initial bid until all funds are expended dependent on prices obtained during the bid.  

Each property was then identified by address with owners and mortgage/lien holders identified who were notified regarding the subject nuisance property.  Comment was then requested and heard and the City Council considered same.  Property owners and other attendees were informed that Council would consider resolutions to condemn during the Council meeting to follow after taking public comment during the public hearing.  In general, no owners appeared to make comment.  However, one letter was received relative to a property, and one property owner name was corrected.   Properties considered and a summary of comment received are attached hereto.  The only public comment made not relative to these properties was for a property on Lee Street to be demolished and it was already included in the base bid for Round 1.

There being no further comment, the public hearing was closed with Council considering resolutions to condemn the properties at the Council meeting immediately to follow.  

The City Council then considered condemnation and demolition of additional properties identified for the second round of property owner notifications pursuant to CDBG Project No. SM-CM-PF-12-006.  Initial properties approved have been included in the City’s bid specifications with the bid opening to be held on January 16th with the demolition contract awarded on the Council meeting to follow.  Additional properties were identified in order to insure that all demolition funds would be expended.  As many additional properties will be added to the project as funding allows.  

Comments on properties under consideration were received during the public hearing for each property which was held prior to the City Council meeting.  Each property was  identified by Britt Thomas and considered separately  by City Council who then voted upon with the following action taken on each property:

The City Manager reviewed a quote from HD Supply Waterworks, LTD. for AMI electric meters in the amount of $159,440.  He provided, to the council, documentation from the Code of Alabama 1975, Section 41-16-57 and explained how the bid law works as it relates to a “sole-source provider” and also provided a letter from the project engineer, Max Mobley, stating the proprietary  nature of the transmitter modules associated with any fixed network AMI system render this essentially a sole source procurement and in his opinion the public interest is best served by a negotiated sole source procurement of new electric metering through HD Supply and recommended the council accept the bid.  Mrs. Pearson moved the council accept the bid of $159,440 from HD Supply Waterworks, LTD. for AMI electric meters.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager, as it relates to the above matter, recommended the council approve a line of credit to the lowest bidder in the amount of $175,000 to have available, as necessary, to pay for the AMI electric meters as they are invoiced.  The line of credit would not be secured until approximately two weeks prior to when the  first invoice is due.  Mr. Coleman moved the council approve the line of credit as per the City Manager’s recommendation.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
