The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session, July 19th , 2011 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Mayor Ramage, Council members, Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of July 5th, 2011 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mayor Ramage conducted a public hearing concerning outdoor recreation as it relates to an obligation the City has to the Land and Water Conservation Fund involving a park that was taken out of service when the City sold acreage to Brundidge Electronics.  The citizens of Brundidge were given the opportunity to voice their opinions as to what they would like to see the council do involving outdoor recreation.  Mr. Sherrill Tatom said he would like to see the City purchase the area next to BB&T and make it into a park to enhance the downtown area.  Mrs. Bonnie Dansby suggested a multi-purpose paved area at the Ramage Street Park to include walking trails, picnic tables making it a family friendly community park.  Mrs. Margaret Ross proposed the City purchase the pecan orchard that is adjacent to the park and fronts South Main Street noting the walking trails would be visible and people would feel safe.  Mr. Richard Chapman emailed his suggestion adding he would like to see a paved path winding through the trees wide enough to allow an EZGo to navigate to pick up trash barrels with metallic halide lights to illuminate the area sufficiently also providing picnic tables and BBQ grills. Mr. Ted Harrison asked how the City would secure the park area.  Mr. Rodney Wilson noted the expansion at Ramage Park would be great but the first priority would be to acquire the land.  Other suggestions were for a family center with grills and a pavilion, an indoor basketball facility and tennis courts.  Mayor Ramage thanked all those who attended and the suggestions that were made and closed the public hearing.
Mayor Ramaged reported he was notified by Dr. Mark Bazzell that the Pike County Board of Education at its’ regular meeting on July 11, 2011 approved the proposal for the City to repave the existing track with asphalt and the installation of  additional poles and lights at no cost to the Pike County Board.  After discussion by the council, Mr. Bowden made a motion the City proceed with the resurfacing of the track and addition lighting.  A second was made by Mr. Griffin and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Jackson moved the council adopt Resolution No. 2011-11 which allows Mayor Ramage and the City Manager to submit an application to ADECA for the purpose of obtaining grant funds for water improvements in the Caldwell Street area and demolition of dilapidated structures to eliminate 100% of unoccupied dilapidated structures in the City in the amount of $350,000 with the City matching $56,597.81.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
