The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on July 2, 2013 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding an amendment to the current CDBG Project No. SM-CM-PF-12-006 Water Improvements project.  Mr. Max Mobley from Polyengineering explained the changes to the scope of work will be to service connections for households on the south of Clayton Street that will be moved from the 4” line to which they are now connected to an existing 8” line.  A total of four (4) households on an existing ¾” line on Darby Street (3 new households) and Ann Street (one new household) just south of Clayton will be provided with a new 3” PVC line.  These households could not be included in the original project due to budgetary constraints.  A total of 16 households will benefit from the proposed change.  Mayor Ramage asked for questions and comments and there being none the public hearing was closed.
The minutes for the meeting of June 18, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Ross moved the council approve Resolution No. 2013-21 allowing the city to submit a formal amendment to  CDBG Project No. SM-CM-PF-12-006 to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for the purpose of providing water improvements to the additional households adjacent to the original project area on Clayton, Ann and Darby Streets per the mapping and draft change order, pending approval from ADECA.  The Resolution also directs the Mayor in his official  capacity to submit to ADECA the appropriate documents and upon approval take such steps as may be required to implement the amendment as proposed.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager informed the Mayor and Council the city received a letter from South Central Alabama Development Commission regarding unused grant funds available under Section 5309 Capital FY2012 Federal Apportionment Award AL-04-0043-02 to be used to purchase additional vehicles (vans) for senior centers.  However, these funds are available only to current recipients of this grant.  He was advised the city could request the City of Troy, on behalf of the City of Brundidge, to submit an application to ALDOT for a van.  Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve the City Manager to make an official request to Mayor Reeves of the City of Troy and also authorize the twenty (20) percent match as required by the grant.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Coleman moved the council declare the copy machine at City Hall, which has been taken out of service, as surplus property and be auctioned on gov.deals.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
