The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on July 3rd, 2012 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of June 19th, 2012 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Bowden moved the council approve Resolution No. 2012-12 regarding the City’s approved redistricting and change of voting locations for all future municipal elections contingent on preclearance from the Justice Department.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Mayor Ramage advised the council that since he was a candidate for Mayor, the council is required by state law to appoint someone else as the election manager for the municipal election scheduled for August 28, 2012.

Mrs. Pearson moved the council appoint Britt Thomas as the election manager for the municipal election to be held August 28, 2012 and all related duties of the Mayor to include the run-off election if necessary.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Coleman and upon the roll being called, all voted yea.

Mr. Coleman made a motion to approve the purchase of two police interceptors from the State Bid List not to exceed $57,000.00.  A second was made by Mr. Jackson and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
